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INTRODUCTION 
 
The Cowlitz-Wahkiakum Council of Governments (CWCOG) was 
established more than 50 years ago as a voluntary association of general 
and special purpose governments and agencies in the Lower Columbia 
region.  Our current organizational structure is comprised of 34 entities 
including counties, cities, school districts, public utility districts, ports, 
fire districts, an economic development council, a community college, 
and other non-profit agencies in Cowlitz and Wahkiakum Counties.  
There are also three affiliate members from Clark County. 
 

Metropolitan Planning Organization 
In 1981, as a result of the 1980 Census reporting that more than 50,000 
people were living in the community, the Bureau of the Census 
designated Longview-Kelso-Rainier an urbanized area.  Federal funds for 
metropolitan transportation planning were then available and the 
Governor designated the Cowlitz-Wahkiakum Council of Governments 
(CWCOG) as the Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) for the 
Longview-Kelso-Rainier Metropolitan Planning Area (MPA) [Map 1].  A 
Memorandum of Understanding between the Washington and Oregon 
Departments of Transportation and CWCOG defines the responsibilities 
for cooperatively carrying out transportation planning and programming 
throughout the metropolitan planning area. 
 

 
 
The CWCOG fulfills its MPO responsibilities by working with a Technical 
Advisory Committee (TAC) and the MPO board, which is the CWCOG 
Board.  The TAC is comprised of engineers and planners representing 
local jurisdictions, ports, transit providers, special purpose districts, and 
the Washington and Oregon Departments of Transportation.  The TAC 
provides staff level input to the activities being undertaken by the MPO.  
The MPO Board provides policy direction and guidance for the activities 
and projects that will require adoption by the Board and/or local 
jurisdictions.  This multi-level forum provides coordination and 
consensus prior to adoption of work program products.  Special citizen 
task forces are also intermittently formulated for specific projects.  The 
overall vision is to:

Major products of this process are the Metropolitan Transportation Plan 
(MTP), the Regional Transportation Improvement Program (RTIP), the 
Public Participation Plan (PPP), the Coordinated Public Transit - Human 
Services Transportation Plan (CPT-HSTP), and specific planning and 
research studies.  The work is completed as outlined in the Unified 
Planning Work Program (UPWP).

In addition to being an MPO, CWCOG is also the lead agency for the 
Southwest Washington Regional Transportation Planning Organization 
(RTPO).  The RTPO is comprised of five counties including Cowlitz, Grays 
Harbor, Lewis, Pacific, and Wahkiakum. [Map 2].  When the Growth 
Management Act was enacted in 1990 local governments were 
authorized to voluntarily form regional transportation planning 
organizations to coordinate on transportation issues and to develop a 
Regional Transportation Plan (RTP).  According to the Revised Code of 
Washington (RCW), when an RTPO is formed, the designated MPO (if 
one exists within the RTPO boundaries) serves as the lead agency.  This 
supplements the MPO program by expanding regional transportation 
planning to non-MPO cities and rural areas. 
 
Each of the five counties in the RTPO has a TAC and Policy Board.  The 
five-county region meets as the RTPO Board, approximately quarterly, 
on a schedule that rotates the meeting location among the five 
counties. 

 

PURPOSE AND SCOPE OF THE REGIONAL 
TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM 

CWCOG is required by federal and state regulations to develop a 
Regional Transportation Improvement Program (RTIP) for its 
Metropolitan and Regional Transportation Planning Organization in 
cooperation with local jurisdictions, the Washington State Department 
of Transportation (WSDOT), and the Oregon Department of 
Transportation (ODOT). 
 
MPOs are required to prepare an RTIP detailing projects within the MPA 
that are regionally significant and/or federally funded.  RTPOs are 
required to certify that the transportation elements of local 
comprehensive plans are consistent with the RTP and the Washington 
State Transportation Plan.

federally funded surface transportation projects.  It includes projects for 

both the MPO and the RTPO.  The MPO portion of the RTIP spans a four-
year period and is updated at least every two years.  The RTPO portion 
of the RTIP is a six-year programming document derived from local 
agenciesΩ annual (six-year) comprehensive transportation program.  The 
RTIP: 

Á Identifies urban and rural projects from local agenciesΩ comprehensive 
transportation programs that are ready for implementation in 2019-
2022 for which federal funding has been secured, are WSDOT projects, 
or are regionally significant with secured funds from any source; 

Á Demonstrates financial constraint; and 

Á Demonstrates consistency with RCW 36.70A, Section 70 of the 
Washington State Growth Management Act, requiring transportation 
planning be coordinated and consistent with local comprehensive 
plans. 

The primary purpose of the RTIP is to identify and document federally 
funded transportation projects that are to be included in ²{5h¢Ωǎ 
Statewide Transportation Improvement Program (STIP).  Projects using 
federal funds must appear in the RTIP and STIP or they will not receive 
federal funds ς even if they have already been awarded those funds. 
 
The RTIP also aids in the coordination and cooperation of transportation 
planning in the region.  The RTIP provides the public, elected officials, 
state and local staffs, transit providers, and other interested parties the 
opportunity to review regional projects for consistency with regional 
and local plans, goals, and policies.  All projects in this RTIP have been 
approved as consistent with the RTP.

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REGIONAL TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENT 
PROGRAM - DEVELOPMENT PROCESS 
 
MPO and RTPO Roles in RTIP Development 
The Cowlitz-Wahkiakum Council of Governments (CWCOG), as the 
Longview-Kelso-Rainier MPO and the lead agency for the RTPO, annually 
compiles the RTIP in accordance with applicable guidelines.  The 
metropolitan planning requirements of MAP-21 and the FAST ACT have 
enhanced the role of the MPO in developing the RTIP.  During the 
development of the RTIP, CWCOG uses a continuing, cooperative, and 
comprehensive planning process while working with cities, counties, 
transit providers, WSDOT, ODOT, and other agencies.  Projects within 
the RTIP come from transportation planning activities that work to 
implement the Regional Transportation Plan (RTP).  The CWCOG 
maintains and updates the RTP for the Longview-Kelso-Rainier MPA and 
the five-county RTPO.  The RTP is the long-range transportation plan 
with a horizon year at least 20 years into the future, which includes 
goals and policies that recognize the need to plan for both short-term 
(less than six years) and long-term (over six years) needs for the regional 
transportation system.  The CWCOG and RTPO boards adopted the 2040 
RTP in October 2015 and are scheduled to adopt an update, the 2045 
RTP, in October 2018.   

 

Initial RTIP Development  
Local agencies independently prepare and prioritize their six-year 
comprehensive transportation program on an annual basis and submit 
them to the CWCOG.  The CWCOG staff initiates the development of the 
RTIP in July each year by reviewing the six-year comprehensive 
transportation programs and identifying all regionally significant and 
federally-funded projects with secure funding.  Projects identified for 
the RTIP are compiled into this comprehensive document.  A complete 
description of the RTIP development process is summarized in the 
following list. 
 

1. Preparation of local agenciesΩ annual comprehensive 
transportation programs. 

2. Submission of comprehensive transportation programs and 
transit development plans to CWCOG. 

3. Project review and prioritization by CWCOG to ensure: 

a. All regionally significant and/or federally funded projects 
are included in the RTIP; 

b. Every project with federal or state funds for WSDOT and 
ODOT is included; 

c. Projects included in the RTIP are fiscally constrained with 
identified funding sources and a four-year implementation 
schedule; 

d. All projects included in the RTIP are consistent with the RTP; 

e. The RTIP will provide for development of an intermodal 
transportation system with consideration for all modes; 

f. RTIP projects are consistent with Title VI of the Civil Rights 
Act; 

g. The RTIP includes Title VI assurances. 

4.  A draft RTIP is made available for a 15-day public comment 
period in accordance with the CWCOG Public Participation Plan. 

5. The CWCOG and RTPO boards will adopt the 2019-2022 RTIP on 
September 27 and October 5, 2018, respectfully.  CWCOG staff 
will submit the adopted version of the 2019-2022 RTIP to 
WSDOT and ODOT in October 2018. 

6. Final review and approval of the RTIP will be completed by 
WSDOT and ODOT.  In Washington, final project selections will 
be incorporated into the STIP and it will be approved by the 
Governor.  In Oregon, the STIP is not updated every year so 
project selections will be incorporated as needed. 

7. The Washington State STIP is submitted to the Federal Highway 
Administration and Federal Transit Administration for approval.  
The new STIP in Washington will be approved in early January 
2019.  When a new STIP in Oregon is approved by the Governor 
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it would also be submitted for approval to the Federal Highway 
Administration and Federal Transit Administration. 

 

REGIONAL TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENT 
PROGRAM - AMENDMENT PROCESS 

From time to time modifications need to be made to the RTIP after itΩs 
adopted.  Modifications (also referred to as an amendment) to the RTIP 
are permitted if the procedures for doing so are consistent with federal 
and state requirements.  When an amendment to the RTIP is proposed 
it is classified as either an Update, Administrative Modification, or 
Formal Amendment.   

 
When a project in the RTIP is amended, CWCOG staff identifies the type 
of amendment, collaborates with the project sponsor to outline the 
steps in the process, and works in conjunction with the project sponsor 
to complete the amendment.  
 
The three types of amendments to the RTIP are outlined in greater 
detail below.  The process of each amendment type is also described.  
The process steps are pertinent to Washington given that almost all 
projects in the RTIP are in Washington.  For the few Oregon projects, 
the process is slightly different. 
 

1 Update ς Consists of minor changes: 
a. Moving a project within the four years of the RTIP. 
b. Changes in federal funding sources.

d. Moving selected dollars to the next project phase (i.e., 

Preliminary Engineering to Right-of-Way). 
 
Process: 
Á Project sponsor submits project change to CWCOG staff 

via Secure Access Washington (SAW) database and 
emails/calls to notify CWCOG staff of submittal. 

Á CWCOG staff makes determination of RTIP amendment 
type. 

Á If considered an Update, CWCOG staff will review and 
make the decision on the amendment and, once 
approved, forward to WSDOT staff for inclusion in the 
STIP. 

Á CWCOG staff will post the amendment on the CWCOG 
website and report it to local agencies via email. 
 

2 Administrative Modification ς Projects not within the MPA 
boundary will be modified by CWCOG staff.  Projects within the 
MPA boundary that meet the following conditions will require 
approval from the CWCOG Executive Director: 

a. Minor changes or errors in project information. 
b. Changes in federal funding amounts less than 30% or any 

amount less than $3 million. 
c. Revisions in lead agency. 
d. Adding a prior phase of a project not previously on the RTIP. 
e. Addition of a federal aid project that has approval from the 

selecting agency and does not exceed $3 million in federal 
funding (State amendment required). 

f. Deletion of a project in a current STIP that was completed in 
a prior STIP (State amendment required). 

g. Restoration of a project to the RTIP that was included in a 
previous version of the RTIP (State amendment required). 

h. Adding Federal dollars to a project currently in the 
RTIP/STIP that does not have federal funds. (State 
amendment required). 

 
Process: 
Á Project sponsor submits project change to CWCOG staff 

via Secure Access Washington (SAW) database and 
emails/calls CWCOG staff to notify of submittal.  

Á CWCOG staff makes determination of RTIP amendment 
type. 

Á CWCOG staff begins completion of RTIP Administrative 
Modification form for projects within MPA boundary. 
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Á CWCOG staff will review project against the RTP goals 
and policies to ensure consistency. 

Á If project is within the MPA boundary, CWCOG staff will 
evaluate (conduct financial feasibility) whether the 
project is viable by taking into consideration its total 
costs and revenues.  

Á If project is within the MPA boundary, the CWCOG 
Executive Director will consider/approve amendments.  
An RTIP Administrative Modification form will be 
completed and filed at CWCOG. 

Á CWCOG staff will forward approved amendments to 
WSDOT staff for inclusion in the STIP. 

Á CWCOG staff will post the amendment on the CWCOG 
website and report it to local agencies via email. 
 

3 Formal Amendments ς Projects within the MPA boundary that 
meet the following conditions will require approval from the 
CWCOG Board.  Projects not within the MPA boundary will be 
modified by CWCOG staff: 
a. For projects originally estimated at $200,000 or more, 

changes (additions or reductions) that exceed 30% of 
the total project cost estimate listed in the RTIP.  

b. Changes (additions or reductions) to a project budget of 
more than $3 million of the total project cost estimate 
listed in the RTIP. 

 
Process: 
Á Project sponsor submits the project change to CWCOG 

staff via Secure Access Washington (SAW) database and 
emails/calls CWCOG staff to notify of submittal. 

Á CWCOG staff makes determination of RTIP amendment 
type. 

Á If project is within the MPA boundary, CWCOG staff 
evaluates request for financial feasibility and 
consistency with the MPO portion of the RTP. 

Á If project is within the MPA boundary, the CWCOG 
Board will act on the RTIP amendment, following public 

notice and 15-day comment period consistent with the 
Public Participation Plan. 

Á If approved, the amendment is forwarded to WSDOT for 
inclusion in the STIP.  

Á CWCOG staff will post the amendment on the CWCOG 
website and report it, via email, to local agencies. 
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PUBLIC INVOLVEMENT 

Projects included in the RTIP originate from the adopted, six-year 
comprehensive transportation programs for local agencies.  Each local 
agency is required by law to have conducted a public participation 
process in the development and adoption of these comprehensive 
transportation programs.  In addition to the public involvement efforts 
at the local level, the CWCOG provides for public comment on the RTIP.  
CWCOG certifies that citizens and interested parties have been provided 
early and reasonable opportunity to comment on the proposed RTIP as 
required under federal regulations ŀƴŘ /²/hDΩǎ tǳōƭƛŎ Participation 
Plan.  A news release was sent to media outlets across the five-county 
RTPO and a legal notice was published in The Daily News (the major 
newspaper within the MPA).  The draft RTIP was posted on the CWCOG 
website at www.cwcog.org and available in hard copy at the CWCOG 
office in Kelso.  Following adoption, the final document is also posted on 
the CWCOG website and available at the CWCOG office for review.   

 

PERFORMANCE MANAGEMENT 

The Longview-Kelso-Rainier MPO is required to follow federal 
regulations on performance management.  One way the MPO is 
involved in performance management is involvement in target setting 
for MAP-21 Performance Measures. 
 

MAP-21 Performance Measures 
Federal laws first included performance management as a requirement 
for state DOTs and MPOs with the passage of MAP-21 (Moving Ahead 
for Progress in the 21st Century).  MAP-21 established requirements to 
create performance measures, set performance targets, and for 
periodic reporting of progress in meeting targets.  Performance 
measures and targets are required to be established in the following 
areas: Safety; Pavement and Bridge; System 
Performance/Freight/Congestion Mitigation and Air Quality (CMAQ); 
and Transit Asset Management (TAM).  It should be noted that CMAQ 
does not apply to the Longview-Kelso-Rainier MPO since the urban 
area is classified as an attainment area.  With the exception of TAM, 

the MPO has two options for setting performance targets: 1) Agree to 
plan and program projects to help the States of Washington and 
Oregon meet their statewide targets or 2) Establish separate targets 
for the MPO.  For TAM, the MPO establishes its own targets based on 
those of the local transit provider(s). 
 

Collaborative Process Between WSDOT and MPOs 
To help WSDOT and all MPOs within the state meet requirements 
concerning MAP-21 performance management requirements, a 
collaborative process was established.  WSDOT and MPOs have made a 
significant effort to develop a strong, collaborative MAP-21 Target 
Setting framework process, whereby target setting development and 
reporting follow a pre-determined and thorough process.  The MAP-21 
Target Setting Framework structure was established in May 2014.  The 
framework facilitates the collaborative process through three groups 
with specific functions and responsibilities: 1) Target Setting 
Framework Group, 2) Target Setting Working Group, and 3) Target 
Setting Technical Teams.  The following are descriptions of these 
groups. 
 
Target Setting Framework Group is the major decision-making group, 
comprised of WSDOT representatives and MPO Directors.  This group 
meets quarterly to address issues using three types of decision points: 
process, data, and target setting. 
 

¶ Process decisions are where the group decides how early and 
often WSDOT, MPOs, and transit providers will engage each 
other and the types of engagement. 

¶ Data decisions are where the types of data used, roles and 
responsibilities for data collection and analysis, and the 
process by which MPOs will report their established targets, 
progress, and achievements are addressed. 

¶ Target setting decisions are where the group makes advisory 
target setting decisions.

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MPOs may adopt or modify the proposed targets; however, MPOs 
have chosen to align their adopted targets in support of the state 
targets with respect to various performance measures.  Prior to 
adoption of the final targets, the Secretary may consult with the

directions. 
 
Target Setting Working Group is a small group of WSDOT staff and 
MPO representatives that meet regularly to have in-depth discussion 
of policy and process issues and develop recommendations and 
provide other support for the Target Setting Framework Group. 
 
Target Setting Technical Teams are made up of WSDOT and MPO 
subject matter experts.  The participants thoroughly review the MAP-
21 final rules to ensure methodology, data, and requirements are fully 
understood by everyone involved.  There are separate teams for each 
MAP-21 performance target area (safety, pavement/bridge, system 
performance/freight/CMAQ).  The team members will provide initial 
target recommendations, but it is the entire team that works on 
assessing feasibility.  Part of technical team logistics means that 
members report back to their respective MPO or WSDOT office, as well 
as work with local agencies or stakeholders to conduct any analysis 
work.  This is an important collaborative process at the technical team 
level allowing each MPO or transit provider to contribute to the 
process. 
 
Outcomes from technical team meetings get reported to the Target 
Setting Working and Framework Groups to have additional 
deliberation and consensus. 
 
WSDOT has supported the process by creating an educational tool, 
MAP-21 folios, as summaries of federal rules and associated state 
targets and brought access to the Regional Integrated Transportation 
Information System (RITIS) data tool to help with target monitoring, 
analysis, and reporting.  In addition, WSDOT has helped transit 
agencies with developing TAM performance measures and targets. 
 

Longview-Kelso-Rainier MAP-21 Performance Targets 
 

The Longview-Kelso-Rainer MPO is bi-state and required to comply 
with MAP-21 performance measure target setting in both Washington 
and Oregon.  WSDOT and ODOT have set statewide performance 
measure targets for safety, pavement, bridge, system performance, 
and freight.  Statewide safety targets for 2018 were set in 2017 and the 
Longview-Kelso-Rainier MPO on December 21, 2017 accepted those 
targets and agreed to plan and program projects to help the states 
meet their respective targets.  The table below lists the Washington 
and Oregon safety targets for all five performance measures. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 

The Longview-Kelso-Rainier MPO will decide on 2019 safety targets 
shortly after adoption of this RTIP. 
 

Both WSDOT and ODOT set statewide targets for pavement, bridge, 
system performance, and freight performance measures in May 2018.  
The Longview-Kelso-Rainier MPO will be required to act on these other 
performance measure targets by November 2018 and every other year 
thereafter.  The table below lists the Washington and Oregon targets 
for these other performance measures.

The MPO will act on the pavement, bridge, system performance, and 
freight shortly after adoption of this RTIP.  The MPO has also been 
working with RiverCities Transit on transit asset management (TAM) 
performance measures and will set the initial ones later in 2018 after 
adoption of this RTIP.  Future versions of the RTIP will provide more 
details on the TAM performance measures. 

As of the adoption date of this RTIP, the MPO has only acted on the 
safety performance measures and thus is required to review all projects 
in the RTIP to ensure each one helps meet the statewide targets.  In 
future RTIPs this review of each project will also be done for pavement, 
bridge, system performance, and freight performance measures.  
CWCOG staff has reviewed all MPO projects included in this RTIP and 
certifies that each will help Washington or Oregon to meet their 
adopted safety performance targets.  

CONGESTION MANAGEMENT/AIR QUALITY 

The Longview-Kelso-Rainier MPO is not part of a Transportation 
Management Area (TMA).  In addition, air quality within the MPO is not 
considered to be worse than the National Ambient Air Quality Standards 
as defined in the Clean Air Act Amendments of 1970; therefore, the 
MPO is not classified as a nonattainment area.  

INTERMODAL/MULTIMODAL APPROACH 

Projects included in the 2019-2022 RTIP provide consideration for 
alternative transportation modes to the extent possible, including 
consideration for transit, bikes, and pedestrians. 

REGIONAL TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENT 
PROGRAM PROJECTS 

MPO projects on the RTIP are prioritized and required to be fiscally 
constrained, meaning they can only be programmed if there is a 
reasonable expectation that federal, state, or local dollars will be 
available to actually fund them during a four-year period.
